MSU ENJOYS MORE NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS

Including last year’s 10-6 ledger against non-conference foes coupled
with this year’s 12-3 mark, MSU has compiled a dominant 133-42 (.760)
record against non-conference opponents during the Rick Stansbury era
(since 1998-99), including a 125-33 (.791) regular-season.

MISSISSIPPI STATE'S RECORD WHEN . . .

During the Rick Stansbury era, the Bulldogs are: 195-29 when leading
at halftime (13-2 this year); 171-32 (9-0) when shooting 45 percent or
better from the field; 206-64 (16-3) when the opposition shoots less than
45 percent from the field; 197-71 (13-3) when out-rebounding or tying op-
ponents; and 150-28 (10-3) when holding opponents to 65 points or less.

FEBRUARY RECORD UNDER STANSBURY
Including last year’s 3-5 mark, the Bulldogs are 45-37 (.549) in the
month of February since Rick Stansbury was named head coach.
Dating back to the 1987-88 season when Richard Williams was over-
seeing the program, Mississippi State owns a composite ledger of 82-78
(.513) in February.

STEWART, VARNADO LIKELY TO REACH

MILESTONE WEDNESDAY AT VANDERBILT

From 2000-03, Derrick Zimmerman played in 127 games. From 1980-
83, Kalpatrick Wells started 110 games.

Both are school records. Both are likely to fall very soon, starting
Wednesday at Vanderhbilt.

Currently, Jarvis Varnado has played in 126 games and has drawn
104 starts, while fellow senior Barry Stewart has appeared in 126 games
with 91 starts to his credit.

BOMBS AWAY . .. FIRING ON ALL CYLINDERS

Last year, Mississippi State set a single-season record with 296 made
3-pointers. This year, the Bulldogs are bidding to pass that mark.

MSU has connected on 188 of its 499 attempts through the first 21
games. In comparison, State was 160 of 435 through the first 21 games
last year. If the current pace continues, the Bulldogs will finish with 277 in
just the regular season.

Ravern Johnson leads MSU with 56 3-pointers on 129 attempts and
is on pace to finish with 83, which would match his total from a year ago
and tie for the third-most in school history. Darryl Wilson currently holds
the top two spots with 97 in 1996 and 94 in 1995.

Through 21 games a year ago, Johnson was 53 of 110.

MSU leads the SEC with an average of 9.0 made 3-pointers a game,
while Johnson’s 43.4 percent accuracy beyond the arc is second only to
Arkansas’ Rotnei Clarke at 47.7 percent. His 56 made treys ranked third
in the SEC, and Clarke is first with 73.

MSU STARTERS DOING A LOT OF THE SCORING
Mississippi State’s five starters — Ravern Johnson, Jarvis Varnado,
Dee Bost, Barry Stewart and Kodi Augustus — have totated 1,223 of the
team’s 1,542 points, which equates to 79.3 percent of the scoring.
State’s bench has outscored the opponents’ bench just 11 times.

University basketball program, one that is stressed in the players’ daily activities on and
off the basketball floor that has translated into the program’s recent run of national promi-
nence gained under head coach Rick Stansbury.

That consistency was brought to the forefront two years ago when MSU’s 12th-year head
basketball coach became the all-time winningest basketball coach in school history, surpassing
Richard Williams’ mark of 191. Now with a 12-year coaching record of 247-133 at the Bulldog
helm, Stansbury has guided nine State squads (6 NCAA & 3 NIT) to postseason tournament ap-
pearances and eight clubs to 20-plus wins campaigns.

MSU has averaged 21 wins per season the last five years (2005-09), including winning an
outright SEC overall championship in 2004, along with back-to-back SEC West crowns in the
2003-2004 and 2007-2008 seasons, and SEC Tournament title in 2002 and 2009.

Most recently, Stansbury piloted last year’s 23-13 State squad to its second SEC Tournament
crown since 2002 en route to advancing to the NCAA Tournament in Portland, Ore. From 2001-
05, he guided MSU to five-consecutive postseason tournament appearances for the first time in
school history, including a streak of four straight NCAA Tournament berths from 2002 through
2005.

MSU KNOWS HOW TO WIN GAMES AT ‘THE HUMP’

Over the course of the last decade, Mississippi State’s Humphrey Coliseum has
become a difficult venue for opposing teams. Since the 2006-07 season, the Bull-
dogs have posted a 47-12 mark for an .797 winning percentage. With a 13-5 mark
last year, the Bulldogs have reached twin-digit home wins during each of coach Rick
Stansbury’s first 11 seasons at the MSU helm.

Mississippi State is now 143-34 (.808) overall at Humphrey Coliseum under Stans-
bury’s direction, including a 67-23 (.744) SEC mark and a 76-11 (.874) record against
non-conference opponents.

The Bulldogs have compiled a 35-season composite record of 349-132 (.726) at
“The Hump” since Mississippi State’s basketball facility opened prior to the 1975-76
campaign.

State’s Jarvis Varnado became the first
State player ever to record two career
triple-doubles as he pushed the Bulldogs
to an 82-80 victory against the Arkansas
Razorbacks (7-9, 0-1) in front of an an-
nounced crowd of 8,339.

Varnado scored 17 points, grabbed 12
rebounds and tied his own MSU all-time
high of 10 blocks.

Dee Bost led the Bulldogs with 18
points to go along with his 7 rebounds and
6 assists. Senior Barry Stewart scored 12
while junior Ravern Johnson and sopho-
more Romero Osby each put up 11.

Leading all scorers was Arkansas’ Mar-
shawn Powell with 25 points.

The opening 20 minutes saw Missis-
sippi State dominate. After the score
started at 6-5, the Bulldogs hit 11 of their
first 12 shots and orchestrated a 16-4 run
midway through the half. MSU led by as
many as 19 en route to a 51-39 halftime
advantage. State drained 61.3 percent of
its shots in the first stanza.

The Razorbacks responded with a half-
time adjustment on the defensive end
and closed the gap to just 80-76 with 25.6
seconds remaining while UA held posses-
sion. But Turner intercepted an in-bounds
pass to record his only steal of the game
and effectively ice the victory for MSU.

points from senior Phil Turner sparked
an impressive late-game rally to lift Mis-
sissippi State to a 72-69 victory against
Georgia.

Turner provided the energy MSU re-
quired off the bench and added five
rebounds and three vital steals in the
game’s final minutes to secure the win for
State.

Sophomore Dee Bost tied Turner for
the team lead with 15 points and 7 as-
sists, while all-SEC senior Jarvis Varnado
contributed 14 points, 14 rebounds and 6
blocks to record his 10th double-double of
the season and 25th of his career. Senior
Barry Stewart added 10 points to round
out State’s double-digit scorers.

Leading all scorers was Georgia’s Trey
Thompkins with 18 points.

Georgia dominated the game’s first 35
minutes, holding a 41-30 halftime advan-
tage and leading 64-51 with just 5:33 left.

State inserted Turner, who immediately
drained a trey and the resulting foul shot
to help MSU orchestrate a 14-0 run in just
92 seconds to take a 68-67 lead with 2:39
remaining. After a dunk from Georgia’s ju-
nior Jeremy Price at the 2:31 mark, Stew-
art made two free throws, and Bost hit a
fading mid-range jumper to push MSU’s
advantage to 72-69 with 39 seconds left.

The Bulldogs suffered their first league
defeat while falling for the first time since
entering the AP poll at 23rd on Monday.

MSU rallied from an 11-point first-half
deficit to take its first lead less than two
minutes into the game’s final half. Ala-
bama rebounded quickly, sprinting out
to a 12-point advantage before the Bull-
dogs charged back ahead with a 14-0
run. However, MSU only enjoyed the lead
twice in game in which it shot 31.7 per-
cent from the field and hit a season-low
two 3-point baskets in 18 attempts.

A pair of Barry Stewart free throws
gave MSU its first lead of the game at 30-
29 with 17:53 left to play.

Later, MSU responded with a 14-0 run
capped by a Stewart 3-pointer with 7:32
remaining for a 48-46 lead.
